Pattern Meanings 

Would you like to look at some drawings with me? (Wait for the child ' s response) . 

Here' s a game where you can really feel free to use your imagination. In this game, I am 

going to show you some drawings . After looking at each one, I want you to tell me all the 

things you think each whole drawing could be. Here is an example--you can turn it any 

way you 'd like to . (Showed the child the example card) What could this be? (Wait for 

the child's responses .) Yes, those are fine . Some other kinds of things I was thinking of 

were the rising sun, a porcupine, eye lashes, a brush, a flower and probably there are lots 

of other things too. (Vary suggestions to avoid duplication of any responses the child 

provided). And yours were very good examples too . Do you see how we play the game? 

(Wait for the child's response) . Well, let's begin now. (Present each of the cards [see 

Appendix 0 for stimuli] to the child with the following instructions) . Here is another 

drawing. Tell me all the things you think this could be. (Wait until the child has nothing 

left to say before proceeding to the next card) 

Line Meanings 

This game is called the line game. I am going to show you some lines and after you have 

looked at each one, 1 want you to tell me all the things it makes you think of Now take 

your time, and be sure that when you look at the line, you tell me what the whole line 

makes you think of and not just part of it Okay? Here is the first line. You can turn it 

any way you want to . Tell me all the things you can about it What does it make you 
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think of? (Present each of the cards [see Appendix 0 for stimuli] to the child with the 

following instructions). Here is another line. Tell me what it makes you think of (Wait 

until the child has nothing left to say before proceeding to the next card).

Instructions for Debriefing for Experiment 2 

I) Okay, 2 ofthe stories we talked about really did not happen to you. I was testing 

your memory to see if you would remember that something happened to you when it really 

did not One was (Fill in description ofthe first fictitious event presented). Do you 

understand that this did not happen to you? (Wait for the child's response . Ifthe child 

says that he/she remembers the event happening, read the following instructions) I talked 

to your mom/dad and he/she said that those things really did not happen to you) . Do you 

understand that this did not happen to you? (Wait for the child's response) . 

2) The other one was (Fill in description of the second fictitious event presented). Do 

you understand that this did not happen to you? 

3) Okay, 2 of the stories we talked about really did happen to you. One was (Fill in 

description of true event) . Do you understand that this did happen to you? The other one 

was (fill in description oftrue event) . Do you understand that this did happen to you? 

4) Okay, you are all finished with the study. Some of the questions were a little 

tricky. I told you some things that happened to you when they really did not so that I 

could test your memory, but you did a great job. Remember, it is very important that you 

don ' t talk to your friends in the class about the things we talked about. 
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
